2011is quickly coming to an end. God has abundantly blessed us in our work together in
India. I am always thankful to God and to each of you for your prayers, financial support,
and activities in behalf of our efforts in the vast and receptive country of India and its sur-
rounding neighbors.

2011has seen many advances and goals completed. The Mustard Seed Village has fifty children now and
phase I and II of our building program is completed. We have now moved the Theophilus Bible Institute to
the Mustard Seed Village and will graduate our second class in January 2012. Also we have completed our
administration building and classrooms. Beginning in February 2012 we will begin the Jean Fields Bible
School for Women. We are excited about this new opportunity for Christian sisters to
come and study the Bible for two years and prepare themselves to be good teachers to
women and children.

2011has seen the continued growth of the restoration movement in West Bengal and
now into Sikkim. Denominations are opening their doors and hearts for us to study with
them concerning New Testament Christianity. Just last week a denominational group
gave us their building and all were baptized into Christ for the remission of their sins. This story is being re-
peated often throughout the hills and mountains of the lower Himalaya region. In January 2012 we will gradu-
ate a class of ten men who came out of denominations and brought their members with them. They have stud-
ied for 18 months to prepare them selves as Gospel preachers according to the pattern of the New Testament.
2011has seen the growth of medical mission clinics in five states of India. In 2011 we conducted 18 medical
missions, helping thousands who were sick and in need of compassionate care. From
these efforts many have become Christians and have left the polygamous idols of India.

BIRTHING KITS TO INDIA

Every 90 seconds, a woman dies of complications related to pregnancy

and childbirth.

The United Nations (WHO) estimated in 1996 that 585,000 women died annually in child-
birth. Developing countries accounted for 99% of these deaths. For every woman who
dies in childbirth, another 30 women incur injuries and infections - many of which are of-
ten painful, disabling, embarrassing and lifelong. Over sixty million women give birth each year with either
the assistance of a Traditional Birth Attendant ( a relative, neighbor or village health worker) or no assistance
at all. Many women and babies die from infections acquired during unclean childbirth. India has a maternal
mortality rate of 540:100,000 live births. 117,000 women die annually from childbirth related causes which is
the highest number of any country. Needless to say, there is a great need for clean and adequate birthing kits.

In our work together in India we are doing more and more medical clinics in the remote and primitive areas of
Northeast India. In my most recent trip I conducted three medical clinics among the very poor and primitive
Chakma Indians. Mortality rates are very high among the women who give birth. In these primitive regions
there are no hospitals, clinics, doctors, nurses or midwives. Most women we assist for reasons of isolation,
cultural choice or poor transport have little or no assistance during childbirth. Many mothers and babies die
from preventable infections. By providing a clean birthing kit and training in how to use it, these mothers will
have the resources to reduce infection and live productive lives as mothers of live birth children.

Our love, compassion and actions of good will continue to open doors and bring many souls to Jesus Christ.
The medical clinics, along with the Bible studies and preaching of the Gospel, is doubly good news. First and
foremost is always the Good News of Jesus Christ, but second and because of the Good News and example of
compassion of Jesus Christ, we bring the good news of wellness, health care and medical treatment.

WHAT ISABIRTH KIT

A Birthing Kit works by providing the 8 cleans for a clean birth: The Eight Cleans are:
Clean birth site - preventing delivery onto the floor
Clean hands - to prevent the birth attendant transmitting germs to mother and baby
Clean ties - to prevent bleeding from the umbilical cord for mother and baby.
Clean sharp instrument - to reduce infection caused by other implements
Clean gauze - to wipe away birth canal secretions from the eyes.
Clean umbilical cord - washing and drying the stumps prevents infection
Clean perineum - cleaning and care of the birth mother to prevent infection.
Clean blanket and birth cap - to retain body heat
O ACCOMPLISH THE EIGHT CLEANS WE WILL PROVIDE THE FOLLOWING ITEMS:
small bar soap 1 oz. to 2 oz. size
do not remove from original packaging small bars such as those found in hotels are acceptable
1 pair latex, surgical or thin rubber gloves
Gloves are not required to be sterile
3. 1 square yard of clear or white plastic sheeting
Must be 4 mil thick plastic trash bags and shower curtains are not acceptable
4, 3 Z12 inch long pieces of cotton string , small cord, or two clamps
Must be clean secure the pieces of string by bundling and tying them together
No yarn please
5. 1 single edge razor blade
Must be covered in paper or cardboard to keep it from causing injury
Regular shaving razors are not acceptable
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6. 2 cotton receiving blankets 300x 300 or 320X
No thermal or fleece blankets please

7. 1 infant skull cap
Email or call for cap knitting patterns and directions if you would like.

8. 1 plastic bag one gallon size
Sealable bags only

ASSEMBLY DIRECTIONS

Wear sterile gloves and place items to assemble on a disinfectant table. Handle items only with your gloves.
Do not touch your face or other body parts. If you leave the room put new gloves on. Fold the plastic sheeting
and blankets so they will fit easily into the plastic bag. Lay the loose items on top of the blankets and plastic
sheeting. Slide all items into the plastic bag. Squeeze as much air out of the bag and then seal it.

ZAll items must be new.

ZDo not wash any of the items as they will be considered used.

ZDO NOT include any personal notes, money or additional material in the kits. These
things must be painstakingly removed and will delay the shipment.
